INTRODUCTION OF THE EUCHARIST
We are convoked today by the thanksgiving prayer to God for the life of Mother Maria Rafols, who lived in a heroic way the Christian virtues and, most especially, Charity to the neighbour, whom she served “with the greatest care, with full detail, with all love”. (Const. 19)
Her life was an offering to God especially for the neediest, acknowledging them as her masters. She shared what she was and had with the poorest of her time: the children of the Foundling Home, the sick of the Hospital, the wounded people of the War, the imprisoned people, the single mothers… She constantly surrendered herself, up to heroism, also in her daily service and in the community life. Mother Maria Rafols loved God with her whole heart, and was expression of His Love and Mercy with her brethren and Sisters, without making distinctions.

May in this year, we thank God in a special way for the gift of the life of this Servant of God, so as to continue living the day to day with passion as she did, and to embrace the future with hope, sure of her intercession before the Lord.
