GOSPEL – Luke 3:15-16, 21-22 
 
“As the people waited, they all went about thinking in their hearts 
about John, if  he were not the Christ; John answered them all, saying, 
«I baptize you with water; but the One comes who is stronger than I, 
and I am not worthy to untie the strap of  his sandals. He will baptize 
you with the Holy Spirit and fire». It happened that, when all the 
people were being baptized, and Jesus was also baptized and when 
was praying, heaven was opened, and the Holy Spirit descended upon 
Him in bodily form, like a dove; and a voice came from heaven: «You 
are my son; I have begotten you today».” 

 
To deepen the Word today (Marie-Noëlle THABUT) 
 
Isaiah 40:1-5. 9-11. Good news! The Lord is here: he brings 
forgiveness and liberation; a Shepherd attentive to the little ones and 
the weakest, he leads his people on safe roads. He has inaugurated the 
era of  grace that had been announced. 
 
Psalm 103. A new creation: heavens and earth, seas and rivers, all 
living things, the entire universe is transfigured by the breath of  the 
Spirit. 
 
Titus 2:11-14; 3:4-7. Theophany, the Manifestation of  God in favour 
of  his Son, which took place on the banks of  the Jordan, inaugurates 
the last stage of  the History of  Salvation. Those whom God has 
caused to be reborn through the bath of  Christian Baptism and 
renewed by the Holy Spirit, possess, from today onwards, the earnest 
money of  the kingdom that they will receive as an inheritance. 
 
Luke 3:15-16, 21-22, 12. The three synoptic gospels (Matthew, Mark, 
and Luke) narrate the event of  Christ's Baptism, each in its own way.

John, on the other hand, does not narrate it, but alludes to it. Luke 
has its own nuances and we are going to try to highlight them. For 
example, his text begins with “how all the people were baptized”: 
Luke is the only evangelist who mentions that the people were 
baptized; Luke is also the only one to mention Jesus' prayer: “How all 
the people were baptized and Jesus prayed...” this approach of  Jesus 
and the people corresponds to Luke's christological vision: man 
among men, Jesus does not cease to be, at the same time, united to 
his Father. Luke wants to insist so much on the humanity of  Jesus 
that only in his narration of  the Baptism of  Jesus a genealogy appear. 
This genealogy of  Luke's Gospel presents the particularity of  
beginning with Jesus and going back to his ancestors. And also, Luke 
goes even further and tells us: that Jesus is “the son of  Adam and the 
son of  God”. We are thus at the dawn of  a new era: a new creation, 
a new covenant: it had been understood and recognized that the 
breath of  Genesis was the Spirit of  God.
